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TALKING POINTS

Self-Service Display Bans
Eliminating direct youth access to all tobacco products will help prevent another generation from becoming addicted to the deadly products.

· Requiring customers to ask a clerk for tobacco products will further reduce illegal tobacco sales and make them nearly impossible to shoplift.

· Banning self-service displays will help lessen the temptation for anyone to purchase tobacco products on impulse.

· Although California law bans self-service cigarette displays, cigars and smokeless tobacco products can be displayed anywhere in the store—in unlocked store displays, next to the chips and candy, and on the checkout counter.

· All tobacco products should be kept behind the counter or in locked display cases to prevent children’s easy and unlawful access to one of the most dangerous and life-threatening products on the market.
