California Local Tobacco Sale-Licensing Laws

DRAFT

The following matrix, compiled by TALC for The Center for Tobacco Policy and Organizing (The Center), provides some general information about the existing local tobacco licensing laws in the State of California.  It is The Center’s opinion that a strong local tobacco licensing law must include the following components:

· Requirements that all retailers that sell tobacco products obtain a license and renew it annually.

· A fee set high enough to sufficiently fund an effective program including administration of the program and enforcement efforts.  An enforcement plan, that includes compliance checks, should be clearly stated.

· Coordination of tobacco regulations so that a violation of any existing local, state or federal tobacco regulation violates the license.  

· A financial deterrent through fines, and penalties including the suspension and revocation of the license.  Fines and penalties should be outlined in the ordinance.

The “Commentary” column serves to highlight laws that either meet or fail to meet the above criteria.  

It should be noted that with the exception of Berkeley, only minimal fees have been established to support the licensure programs listed, and even Berkeley does not fund annual compliance checks.  Because existing fees are too low to support an effective program that includes enforcement, they do not serve as a useful guide as to where others should establish their fees.  The best way to determine the appropriate fee to charge is to calculate what an effective program would cost and dividing that amount by the number of tobacco retailers in the area.  Please refer to the “Cost Per Enforcement Activity Worksheet” developed by TCS to help you determine this amount.  Also, keep your eyes on San Mateo County, the City of San Rafael and the City of San Luis Obispo.  These areas are currently working to pass local licensing laws that fund enforcement programs – including the cost of compliance checks.
