Dear Ms. Williams,

This correspondence is in reference to your letter dated September 13, 2004, received on September 14, 2004, regarding the California Independent Grocers & Convenience Store Association v. City of El Cajon.   Pursuant to the California Public Records Act, you requested documents and information relating to the youth tobacco purchase survey.  As an initial matter, your letter mischaracterizes the nature of the survey.  Because law enforcement officials were not involved and no citations were issued during the survey, this activity, contrary to the statements in your letter, was not a “sting operation”.     The County of San Diego Health and Human Services Agency Tobacco Control Resource Program (TCRP) contracted with community providers to conduct a youth purchase survey per the County’s contract with the California Department of Health Services—Tobacco Control Section (CDHS-TCS).  

Documents responsive to your request have been identified and are available for inspection.  Or in the alternative, TCRP can provide you with copies of the documents upon payment of the direct costs of duplication.  There are 73 pages of documents and the direct cost of duplication is $0.15 per page, for a total of $10.95.  A check should be made out to the County of San Diego.  Documents can be mailed or made available for pickup upon receipt of the duplication fee.

The following documents respond to your request:

1.
Guidelines for use of Proposition 99 funds, and Policy #7 Youth Tobacco Purchase Survey Requirements from Chapter 300 of the Administrative & Policy Manual of the CDHS-TCS.  Upon receipt please note Requirement #11 of the policy, which states that the “results of purchase survey should be disseminated to policy-makers, including local elected officials…”.   Therefore, the contractors’ education of policy makers on the survey results is in accordance with the rules and regulations of the contract with the State Health Department and is not advocacy.

The portion of the contracts pertaining to the Youth Purchase Survey, including contract scope of work and payment schedule, for the 7 community providers.

The data requested is in electronic format and will become available for inspection or copying on a CD. However, the data elements related to the identification of minors will be redacted as that information is exempt from disclosure pursuant to Government Code section 6254, subdivision (c).

In addition, you should also be aware that the funds utilized for the contracts with community providers were from the Proposition 99 Tobacco Tax Initiative.  The TCRP does not receive Proposition 10 dollars and no other County funds were allocated for the contracts.
